DISTRICT AWARDS INSTRUCTIONS
Heart of the West  District Awards will be given out at Annual HOTW District Convention will be August 19-20, 2011 in Pocatello Idaho, 
The Award year for Heart of the West is July 1, 2010 to June 30, 2011.   These dates are used to determine membership numbers for HOTW District Honor Club award. Please note that you can apply for individual awards whether or not you are eligible for Honor Club.

You may submit a maximum of two (2) projects in each of the individual award categories.  District will give awards for Total projects in each area, so list all the projects in each category and on a second page give a short description of each of them.

District has awards for New Projects, so put “New Project” on any new individual award form and fund raising projects, to have them judged as a new project.  

Please note that a project can be used in just one area:  New, Community Service, Service to People with Disabilities, Youth, Civitan Awareness, Fund Raising under $5,000.00 or Fund Raising over $5,000.00.

Club President of the Year
This award shall be bestowed by the Awards Committee on the President of a Club in Good Standing who best exemplifies the three major purposes of Civitan:  Service, Knowledge and Fellowship.  Each club is encouraged to submit letters to the District Governor to be received no later than sixty (60) days prior to the District Convention.  The award shall consist of a plaque for the recipient and a banner patch for the club.


Applications must be typewritten or computer printed and a maximum of three (3) pages.  Criteria shall be:  

1.   Service contributions of the nominee



50 points


A.  Leadership to the club.

B.  Participation in at least 80% of service projects of the club.

C.  Participation in at least 80% of the fund-raising activities of the club.

D.  Attendance at the club meetings.

E.  Recruited one or more new Civitans into the club.

2.   Knowledge of Civitan, with an emphasis on areas in which the nominee is knowledgeable in the ways of Civitan and how the nominee imparted and used that knowledge to the benefits of Civitan.                                                                                           20 points

3.   Fellowship, with emphasis on fellowship activities in Civitan.
30 points


A.  Participation in social functions and other activities of the club.

B.  Participation in District and International functions, such as Area Meetings, Conventions and committees.

C.  Other activities of the nominee exemplifying fellowship within the club and outside the club, including visiting other clubs and other activities of the nominee.
District Civitan of the Year

This award shall be bestowed by the Governor on the member of the District best exemplifying the three major purposes of Civitan:  Service, Knowledge, Fellowship.  Each club is encouraged to submit applications to the Governor to be received no later than 60 days before the District Convention. The award shall consist of a plaque for the recipient and a banner patch for the home club.

Applications must be typewritten and a maximum of 3 pages.  Criteria shall be: 
I.  Service contributions of the nominee.
A.  Service within Civitan on the club, district and international levels. (30 points)

            B.  Service outside Civitan.  (10 points)

C.  Fund-raising Activities.  (10 points)

II.  Knowledge of Civitan, with emphasis on areas in which the nominee is knowledgeable in the ways of Civitan and how he/she imparted and used that knowledge to the benefit of Civitan.  (20 points)

III. Fellowship, with emphasis on fellowship activities in Civitan.

A.  Participation in club meetings, board meetings, social functions and other activities. (10 points)
B.  Participation in district and international functions such as area meetings, conventions and committees. (10 points)
C.  Other activities of the nominee exemplifying fellowship within and without the club, including visitation to other clubs, and any other activities of the nominee. (10 points)
